1. Present – Bill, Craig, Jon, Adrian, Ronnie, Pete, Andy
2. Finance and Membership

a. Calendar --- Bill tabled a calendar that had been done for BAD. It was agreed that at £5 a pop a PMBA version would be a good addition to the group membership pack (someone to take a lead on this?)
b. Membership rates for coming year – it was confirmed that individual membership renewals will be £5.
c. Insurance renewal – It was agreed to renew insurance with Tennyson.
d. CTC renewal also due soon. BC renewal has been done.
3. Access– 
a. Access Forums  - Mark has applied to Lancashire Access Forum but not yet had a reply.
b. RTR – Bill has had one enquiry in his role as a rep. Pete is awaiting a response from RTR re his application.
c. CTC Access 101 event  - Mark has offered the Olde Boot and Shoe as a venue. Andy has contacted Colin and Dave to check they are still up for it and we’ll have a date sorted soon.
d. Rossendale Cycle Forum + Rossendale Cycleway – Post meeting note following forum meeting 17 Jan – The forum seems to be going well and Andy has now been asked to chair it. The main focus is on the cycleway concept and there has been some excellent work done in mapping out the route and identifying issues. LCC is looking for funding to support engineering studies on tunnels whilst neighbourhood forums are looking to support quick win elements of the proposal.
4. Projects – 
a. Capturing project ideas – Adrian detailed a proposal for a pump track at Edgeside Park and at the cycle forum a skills area was also mentioned.   Andy has checked potential funding sources and recommends an application to the Rawtenstall Neighbourhood Forum which has identified this sort of project as suitable for funding. He has offered PMBA support in actually building the thing and the park group seem keen on this.
b. Jon’s routes and WPM routes – We have agreed to focus on a couple of routes where there are no access issues and where we can get a quick win by publicising and waymarking the route. Andy has discussed with Tony and he’s identifying things that we can do to help progress. Tony – just tell us what needs doing!
c. Hurstwood Trails – work has now started on the new trails. We have reiterated our offer of trail building help or indeed just design input.

d. Pennine Bridleway – Stone Pitching  - some discussion as to what areas most needed stone pitching. Jon to see if help still needed.
e. Coaching and Training Needs
i. Rocky Rider Skills Courses  - An opportunity here for funding to expand the initiative and Adrian is discussing with his committee
ii. Coaching – nothing to report at this meeting
iii. First Aid – another round needed? The training is valid for three years so it’s a question if there is further demand outside group already trained.
iv. Risk assessments and small tool training – Tony has talked to Dave Padley about this and is just waiting a response.

5. Site issues, dig days etc
a. Facilities at Lee – Andy reported progress re the trail head concept. It is now recognised that a simple (but appropriate) design of facility is the most sustainable and Rossendale is open to approaches for anyone wanting to develop such a facility.
